A community center is a public facility that provides social education for local residents and creates local networks.
It typically has Japanese-style rooms, meeting rooms, multipurpose halls, kitchens, workshops, and other types of
rooms. Community centers host all kinds of events based in the community for a low rental fee. For example, Japanese
language classes, cooking classes, various courses, and club activities from local organizations. You can learn many
things in the classes at a community center. Also, you can contact and connect with people. Therefore, finding information
on a community center near you is a great idea.
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® EIEHE Cooking classes

Cooking classes are one of the most popular lessons
available. They are sometimes held at community centers for
local residents. Complete cooking classes have been created
in Japan by food companies, gas companies, and others. There
are many classes available, for example, one-time trial classes,
cooking local dishes, and cooking seasonal dishes. So, you can
choose the best class for you. Classes differ by their length,

fees, and type of food.
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o =i Calligraphy

Shodo (Japanese calligraphy) is the art of using a brush and ink to write kanji
characters. In Japan, shodo classes begin in primary school. It is an important
part of children’s education. For New Year’s Day, students have homework to make
kakizome (special calligraphy for the New Year). Also, shodo competitions are held
in schools. Many shodo classes are held in local community centers. Everyone
from children to adults is able to casually enjoy shodo.
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Like judo and karate, aikido is one of Japan’'s martial arts. It was founded by Ueshiba Morihei based on traditional
Japanese martial arts. Currently, 1.6 million people around the world practice aikido. Aikido is known for its self-defense
techniques. They allow you to avoid attacks from your opponent and throw your opponent by using their own force.
Aikido is popular with women and the elderly because not much strength is needed, there are no competitions, and it

can be continuously practiced for a long time.
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
