There are cultural centers, such as the fictional &<5~7
mentioned in the text, all over Japan. They are operated by local
governments and can be big or small. These centers are usually
in a large building. Inside this building you will usually find a main
hall for music concerts and theater performances, a library, a
reference center, an art gallery, and an information corner for
local attractions and products. These centers are sometimes
called a bunka sentaa or bunka kaikan (cultural center) or shimin
puraza [citizens’ plaza).

There are also public sports centers all over Japan. These

are known by various names, such as supootsu sentaa (sports
center) and shimin taiikukan (citizens’ gymnasium). They usually have a
gymnasium, outdoor playing field, swimming pool, martial arts hall, and
more. Some facilities also have a gym and bathing facilities which people
can use for a small fee.
Cultural facilities and sports facilities have different services and
different ways to use them depending on the area.

The characteristics of Yasashii Nihongo include:

% Attaching phonetic guides to kanji characters or spelling words out using hiragana characters.
% Avoiding difficult words and using simple words.

% Avoiding difficult grammar.

% Keeping sentences as short as possible.

% Avoiding honorific forms.

Yasashii Nihongo is used for public announcements by local governments, especially in the event of a disaster.
There are also news websites that use Yasashii Nihongo. Foreign people living in Japan speak a variety of different lan-
guages. Yasashii Nihongo is being used more often so that as many people as possible can understand the messages.
