These days, we hear the term “Al” a lot. Al means
“artificial intelligence.” It is a general term for technolo-
gy that allows computers to do intelligent activities like
humans. It is used in many different fields, such as recog-
nizing images, changing speech into text, and controlling
self-driving cars.

Among them, generative Al is technology that learns
from a large amount of text, images, and other data, and
then automatically creates new text and images, using
what it learned. It doesn’t think freely or have emotions
like humans, but it gives helpful answers that match your
request.

You can also use generative Al to learn Japanese.
The main text introduced a way of using Al by asking, “Is
this correct?” about Japanese sentences you have written
yourself, and having it correct mistakes in grammar and
expressions. There are many other ways to use it.

For example, when you have a word or sentence you
don't understand, you can ask Al and it will quickly tell you
the meaning. You can ask it to rewrite the text in simple
Japanese or translate it into your native language. When

When you want an explanation of grammar or a word, you can ask
questions like, "How are OO and @@ different? Please explain with example sentences” and Al will answer. You can also
ask it to create Japanese practice questions, check your answers and explain your mistakes. You can also practice writing
by chatting with Al as your conversation partner in Japanese.

In this way, Al can help you like a Japanese teacher, so it is very useful for learning Japanese. However, answers
created by Al are not always correct, so it is important to think carefully on your own and also check with someone

else or a Japanese teacher.
