In the past, when you had made too much for dinner, it was
common to take some of it to neighbors as osusowake. Osusowake is done as a kind
gesture, without expecting anything in return.

Today, neighborhood relationships have changed and the traditional osusowake
has become less common. Practices are different in rural and urban areas. Even
within cities, there are differences between newly developed residential areas and
traditional old downtowns. However, osusowake is still often done among people in

shared environments, such as workplaces, dormitories, or shared houses.

Matching apps are smartphone apps used to look for romantic
partners, marriage partners, friends, and more, including dating apps
and interest-based social apps in Japan. Users create a profile by
adding information such as photos, hobbies, and interests, and then
search for people they are interested in. Users can send “likes” to
each other and exchange messages within the app.

There are many different types of matching apps, including apps
for people who are seriously looking for a marriage partner, apps
for making friends or finding people with the same hobbies, apps for

people over 50, and apps for finding same-sex partners.

In the past, matching apps often had a negative image and were sometimes seen as suspicious, but today many
people use them. Especially among younger generations, it has become common for couples to meet through matching
apps and get married. Some apps are free to use, but usually a monthly subscription fee is required to access more
functions.
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To use matching apps safely, keep the following points in mind:

© Choose an app that matches your purpose, such as looking for a romantic partner or just making friends.

€ Do not share personal information such as your real name, address, or workplace too soon.

€ When meeting someone for the first time, choose a safe, public location such as a café or in front of a train
station

€ Be careful if someone’s profile or messages seem unnatural. If someone asks to borrow money or talks about
investment or business opportunities, do not get involved.

This is an advice website operated by Yomiuri Shimbun with mainly female users. It is a site where people can
ask about daily life problems and relationships with other people, such as family, friends, romance, and work. Users
exchange opinions and advice with one another. For example, if you post a question like, “My landlord gives me vege-
tables as osusowake, but the amount is too much and | don't know what to do,” you will receive many replies and sug-
gestions. When you post a question, a “topic” is created, and other people write replies in the form of “responses.” The
term topi-nushi (topic starter) mentioned in the main text refers to the person who created the topic, that is, the person
who posted the question.

For example, if you ask something
like, “I can’'t connect to the internet in this situation”, someone who
knows about the issue may give you a specific solution. Sometimes
you may also receive “answers from experts.” Another feature of

the site is that, once several answers have been posted, the person

who asked the question can choose a “Best Answer.”

When using advice websites, try to write as clearly and specifically as possible (such as your situation, your goal,
or what you are troubled about), as this makes it easier to get answers. Try to be as polite as possible in your Japanese
wording. Also, be careful not to post any information that could identify individuals (such as names, addresses, or work-
places).

Replies on advice websites can be written by anyone, so they are not necessarily correct. It is important to
compare multiple opinions and check official information. Also, sometimes you may receive very strong or aggressive
replies, but try not to worry about them too much. If you use advice websites wisely, they can be very helpful for solving
questions about life in Japan, customs, and cultural differences.
